We will prioritize technology based performance proposls
tha take advantage of the capabilities of thefacility and proposls tha involve
interdisciplinary collaboration.

College of the Arts will beissued each spring quater for thefollowing academic year.
Smaller proposls for events and research projects are aways welcomed throughoutthe
year and will be congdered as the availability of the EMMA space and resources allow.
